REQUIRED HEALTH TESTS 

WESTERN NATIONAL SALE

TO:  Consignors to the Western National Sale – Thursday, September 6, 2013 
        The Western Washington State Fair – Puyallup Fairgrounds, Puyallup, WA
Dear Friends:

As sale time approaches, we hope all is going well for you and your consignment(s) to the 2013 Western National Sale.

Below is the health testing requirements for your consignments.
1. BRUCELLOSIS:  All consignments must be official calfhood vaccinates for Brucellosis.  Each animal must have a negative Brucellosis test, conducted within 30 days of the sale.  Official calfhood vaccinates under 6 months of age, as of sale day, need not be tested; however, their vaccination tattoo must be legible and listed on the health certificate.  Send along the calfhood vaccination certificate if available.  With the introduction of the “R” vaccine, any vaccinated animal will never show positive, regardless of how close the test is run from the vaccination date.
2. TUBERCULOSIS:  Each animal must have a negative T.B. test conducted within 30 days of the sale.  This is a requirement even if you are a Certified Free State or a Certified Free Herd.
3. REQUIRED SHOTS:  All animals must have proof of (listed on health chart) shipping fever booster no less than 10 days prior to sale and not more than 60 days prior to date of sale.  9-way shot is highly recommended.
4. BVD-PI:  Each animal must have a negative Antigen Detection test (e.g., Ear notch, nucleic acid hybridization, polymerase chain reaction amplification (PCR), viral isolation or Elisa).  This test can take one week.  Proper documentation of negative test is required.
5. MILKING COWS ONLY:  Each lactating cow must have a negative composite milk culture for Staph aureus and Mycoplasma Species.  If your consignment is dry or too fresh for this test, it does not need to be done.  This test takes approximately 10 days.
6. FEDERAL TRACEABILITY RULE:  The new federal traceability rule went into effect on March 11, 2013. In general, all livestock moving interstate are required to be officially identified and accompanied by a certificate of veterinary inspection (CVI). For cattle, breed registration numbers and tattoos are no longer considered official identification for interstate movement. All dairy cattle, including steers, are required to be officially identified and have a CVI to move interstate. An individual CVI is required for all animals.
7. The health paper (CVI) must include the Official ID for the animal. USDA lists American ID 900 series, 949, 982, 985, and 840 Electronic ID Tags –OR- National Uniform Eartag System tags (metal clips with state code, nine digit alphanumeric sequence, ex…orange brucellosis calfhood vaccination tag) as approved Official ID tag identification. Again, “Farm Tags,” tattoos or registration numbers written on the health paper are acceptable, only in addition to the Official ID. 
8. PERMIT NUMBER:  All health (CVI) charts must have a permit number for animals to be admitted to the state of Washington. The blanket permit for the 2013 Washington State Fair is 91-WA13880. If you have other permit questions, contact the State Veterinarians office in Washington to obtain your permit number, 360-902-1881.
9. BRAND INSPECTION:  Be sure that your animal has been brand inspected if required by your state. 

PRODUCTION TRANSFERS: We can't emphasize this point enough.  Consignors of milking animals must send production transfers (203 forms) with their consignments.  The buyer of your consignment needs this information!  Your attention to this will make a happier buyer.  JMS policy is to hold payment to consignors until production transfers are in the possession of JMS personnel.
REGISTRATION CERTIFICATES:  Send the registration certificate with a signed transfer on the reverse side.  Be sure to fill in accurate service information.  

COMMISSION:  The commission for the Western National Sale is 15%.  All consignors will be paid upon the completion of all necessary clerking and accounting procedures.

PREPARATION FOR SALE:  Any efforts you can make in preparing your consignment before she leaves the farm will go a long way in making sure she's at her best on sale day.  Putting an animal directly from the pasture onto a truck is not fair to her, you or the sale.  A few things are especially important:

1.   Trim feet now, if needed.

2. PLEASE HALTER BREAK YOUR CONSIGNMENTS BEFORE ARRIVING.  THIS IS A TIE-UP SALE!
3. A pregnancy check is recommended for animals bred over 35 days. All animals will be examined and pregnancy checked prior to the sale.

DELIVERY TO PUYALLUP, WA:  All animals need to arrive on Tuesday, September 3rd and be in place by 6:00PM.
TRUCKING:  If you need assistance with trucking your animals, please contact JMS at least 3 weeks prior to the sale.

INJURY/DEATH:  Sales Management is not responsible for the injury or death of any sale consignment, while at the sale or en route to the sale. Any veterinarian bills incurred at the sale for sick animals will be the owner's responsibility.

CATALOGS: All consignors will receive a printed catalog. All other printed catalogs will be by request only.

We look forward to being involved in the 2013 Western National Sale. We hope you will be able to attend the sale. Let us know if we can be of further assistance.
